World Day of the Sick

More than 20 years ago, Pope John Paul Il designated February 11, the Feast of Our Lady of Lourdes,
as the World Day of the Sick. This year, it will also be the day when Québec’s National Assembly resumes its
work. Among the items on its agenda will be
Bill 52, which would make euthanasia possible, under the name “medical aid in dying”, for those who are at the
end of life.

The Quebec Bishops have already expressed their firm opposition to this bill. They are asking all
Catholics to pray — and to pray in a particular way on February 11, that the Holy Spirit might touch the hearts
and consciences of the Members of the National Assembly who will soon be called upon to vote on the
proposed law, and that they might in turn welcome the Spirit in the depths of their souls.

The Quebec Bishops have provided all parishes with suggested Prayers of the Faithful to use on
February 11" and one of these prayers can be found below:

In his Apostolic Exhortation entitled “The Joy of Gospel,” Pope Francis ussued the following appea;:

“Small yet strong in the love of God, like Saint Francis of Assisi, all of us, as Christians, are called to

watch over and protect the fragile world in which we live, and all its peoples.” May the Lord grant us the

strength and courage to draw near to the seriously ill and the dying, and to be witnesses for them of

God's love and of the hope of eternal life. We pray to the Lord.
