Fourth Sunday of Lent — March 27, 2022

First Reading: Joshua 5.9-12
Psalm 34: Taste and see that the Lord is good
Second Reading: 2 Corinthians 5.17-21
Gospel: Luke 15.1-3, 11-32

Reflection

The Gospel story, very well-known but with the popular title ‘The Prodigal Son’ we may be misplacing the emphases. Who is
the principal actor? Look at how the story starts: “A man had two sons.” The story is about the father, about what he does with his
two sons who are so different. And in this case the father is an image of God! And if prodigal means extravagant, lavish, then it is the
father who is extravagant in compassion, in grace, in love, in forgiveness. The father is really the prodigal one.

And then look at what triggers the story, what started it: “All the tax collectors and sinners were coming to listen to Jesus.
And the Pharisees and the scribes were grumbling and saying, ‘This fellow welcomes sinners and eats with them.” So he told them a
parable.” Jesus tells the story to justify his mixing with and welcoming “the tax collectors and sinners.” Something that the Pharisees
and Scribes, the official religious people, take great offence at and are scandalized by. And the way Jesus tells the story, it is quite
obvious that the younger son of the story stands for the tax collectors and sinners, and the older son stands for the Pharisees and
scribes.

Itis the latter that Jesus addresses with the story about the prodigal father. In his addressing them Jesus tries to liberate
them from their self-righteousness, because the older son is really a tragic figure. He is so taken in by his own virtuousness that he
no longer sees how graced he is, how much loved he is. The real tragedy of the older son is that he really does not know his father.
‘He had never left the house, but his heart had always been far from home. He knows how to carry out orders, but he does not know
how to love.’

If with this story Jesus is trying to tell us anything, it is that we all stand very much in need of what God offers us in great
abundance: compassion, grace, forgiveness, new life. That is true for us when we detect features of the younger son in us, his
waywardness, but also, and perhaps even more so, when we detect features of the older son in us, his bitterness, his self-
righteousness. None of us is beyond God’s compassion, none of us above God’s compassion.

The beauty of the younger son is that he lets himself be found by God. The tragedy of the older son is that he does not have
a clue of what it means to be loved by God.

Standing up to corporate power in Honduras

The People and Planet First campaign is about helping communities stand up to corporate power. In Honduras, as in much
of the Global South, corporations often threaten and criminalize activists who speak up against their abuses.

The Lenca Indigenous leader Victor Vasquez was imprisoned for fighting the corporate takeover of his people’s ancestral
territory. Development and Peace’s partner, the Honduran Centre for the Promotion of Community Development
(CEHPRODEC), helped free him from jail.

Another partner, Caritas Choluteca, trains and accompanies community leaders in advocating for policies that respect
human rights and the environment. Recently, they got mayoral election candidates to undertake to declare the municipality of
Orocuina a mining-free zone if elected.
